“Have you ever wondered?”

Wondering about something is a great way to start a
conversation. When families are engaged in conversations,
lots of different literacies are strengthened. Families can
experience engaging conversations at
http://wonderopolis.org/ Wonderopolis is a website brought
to life by the National Center for Family Literacy.

Each day, a “wonder” is posted; typically in question form.
Past examples of Wonderopolis conversation starters
include: “How much does penny candy cost? Who invented
chocolate chips? Do sea cows moo? Do fish swim in schools
in the summer? A photograph is posted with the question to
stimulate wonder. Families entertain the question and
discuss possible answers. Then, click on the “read more” to
find out the answer. There is a “Did you know?’ section that
gives interesting information about the topic. Next is a “Try
1t out!” section that suggests various activities families can
do together related to the topic. A list of “wonder words to

The Honor Council Program annually recognizes local councils that organize and conduct well-
rounded programs serving the council members, the community, the station/provincial association
or affiliate, and the International Reading Association. The requirements for this award are to be
completed between April 1 of one year and March 1 of the next year.

To qualify for Honor Council status, the council must be in good standing according to IRA
Bylaws. Specifically, the council must demonstrate that (a) all council officers are members of the
International Reading Association, and (b) at least 10 council members are alos members of the
International Reading Association. Council officers for the year may be counted in this total.

The Honor Council Guidelines and Checklist are now online at www.reading.org. On the home
page, look at the left side under resources. Click on Awards and Grants. Then, when the next
page opens, under awards, click on Honor Council Program. Documentation must be sent
electronically to IRA Headquarters by March 1.

This year, the membership requirement has changed. In the past, councils had to increase
membership by a certain percentage to qualify for Honor Council participation. Now, the council
MUST JUST INCREASE MEMBERSHIP (If one more person is added to your council, that is

an increase!)

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Banned Books Week (BBW): September 24—October 1, 2011

BBW is an annual event that celebrates the freedom to read and the importance of the First Amendment. It
highlights the benefits of free and open access to information while drawing attention to the harms of
censorship by spotlighting actual or attempted bannings of books across the United States. There are hundreds
of challenges to books in schools and libraries every year. A map of censorship that was drawn from cases
documented by the American Library Association (ALA) and the Kids' Right to Read Project can be viewed at

Intellectual freedom—the freedom to access information and express ideas, even if the information and ideas
might be considered unorthodox or unpopular—provides the foundation for BBW

and stresses the importance of ensuring the availability of unorthodox or unpopular

viewpoints for all who wish to read and access them.

Picture it...you are reading to your four year old. He has
picked out his favorite book... again. It has been a long
day so, just maybe he won’t notice if you ‘accidentally’
miss a page or three. Uh-oh, he noticed! What do you do
next? Try to talk him into moving on or go back and pick
up where the pages ‘stuck’? After all, how many times
has he heard this same story anyway? Don’t try to talk
him into moving on. Even if he has heard the story more
times than you can count because it is his favorite. Go
back and share the story together because every time you
read to him or read with him, without either one of you
realizing it, he is developing reading skills. How? You
might ask. It may seem amazing, but in many ways.
When you look at pictures in the book, ask him what he
thinks is happening in the picture. When he tells you,
there is an emerging reading skill. Show him the words at
the bottom and share with him how those words tell about
the picture just like he did. As you read the words to him,
let him put his finger under each word to track the print
and tell him about how letters make words. Reading skills

are being developed as he makes connections with letters
to words to pictures. As he tracks print, let him decide
where to begin reading, front to back or back to front? If
he has heard the same story many times, chances are he
already knows you read a book from front to back,
another emergent reading skill developed just by having
the same experience consistently. Left to right, start in
the middle, or jump around from word to word? This skill
is one better shown than asked because at four, ’left to
right’ just doesn’t have much meaning yet. By letting
him track the print, you can show him where the words
begin and end on the page without confusion. Another
way tracking the print builds literacy skills naturally.

Even though it may be tempting to ‘skip’, and it may
take longer to read together , don’t get annoyed, get
excited that taking the extra time is not only encouraging
your four year old to love reading, it is helping to develop
the skills he needs to be a good reader...one page at a
time.
